Finding Us

If you are travelling by road, Lancing College is situated just off the A27 between Brighton and Worthing and just opposite Shoreham Airport.
You can park in the visitor’s car park just in front of the Bursary (the Chapel will be on your right hand side). Once parked, call the Summer
School office on 01273 465941 and a member of the team will come and meet you.

By rail, there are direct trains from London’s Victoria train station and you should get off at Shoreham-by-Sea. The journey will take 1 hour
10 minutes. From there, the College is a 10-minute taxi ride away.

If coming to us by Eurostar, St Pancras International train station terminal is approximately 2 hours 15 minutes away by road.
